The race: Average tempo at least, some potential for faster. Racingrace (Blkrs on, Hewitson) has good speed inside and expect 
Tai Victory and Macanese Master (stepping up from 1000m) to be there with him in the early stages. Cheer For South trails. 
Always a query mapping Tai Hang Scenery as he has some speed & pulls hard but he is also an unreliable beginner? Triumphant 
Warrior aggressively-ridden two starts for Richards from wide gates so far, but a change of rider here to CY Ho might be an 
indication of more patient tactics? Only U surprisingly close HV l/s 1200m inside draw so assume Purton would like to do same? 

The market: Only U is favourite yet again & he has been beaten fav most of his 8 runs this season but he has not run badly in any 
of them. That said, after being unlucky in some of them, he did have his chance last time HV. Still, he’s a default fav anytime he 
races, has an inside gate and Purton so probably keeps top billing, but will be surprised if there aren’t others backed to beat him. 

Recommendations: TAIHANG SCENERY is talented but career has been badly held back by illness/injury. He was good f/up then 
backed into fav l/s HV, failed but had internal bleeding issues. 15.0 with bookies. 2 units. TRIUMPHANT WARRIOR handles all tracks, 
has run well both starts for Richards from wide gates when had tough runs – the negative is that he maps to have another here. 2 
units at 11.0 with bookies. And happy to have a long-priced play RACINGRACE, whose form reads poorly but does have ability. 
Another held back by problems. Trialled well in Blkrs March 20, wears them first time. 41.0 with bookies – 1.5 units.

The race: Average tempo. Probably not that many potential leaders but Jolly Jumper is a regular leader & likely challenged from 
out wide by a Spangle Fortune, who has not run for 6 months & f/up 1650m? Diriya (Purton) and Celestial Harmony (Hewitson) 
probably showing speed inside but queries after that – Telecom Power positively-ridden lately, hasn’t had the best of luck and 
has got a bit keen too but more conservative CY Ho goes on? Verbier has as much speed as any ,if he was to be ridden 
positively but won 1200m HV after missing jump 2 starts ago then didn’t begin fast again l/s 1200m ST but there didn’t look any 
inclination to do anything but go back all the same? He went back most recent starts this c/d similar draw? 

The market: Tough race but early fav Happydearhappydeer, comes back to a distance that might be considered more suitable 
on previous form, likes the dirt and did actually rate quite well in the 1000m at HV. May well keep top billing. 

Recommendations: Plenty of chances and some big prices. Most interesting CONSPIRACY WITNESS at second attempt AWT and 
first was ok in C4 in slowly-run race, he kept his ground In sprint home. Has run well first 2 in C5 then forced to sprint a long way 
from home l/week 2200m and his stamina was found out. Back in distance, 7 day back up, Cheek Pieces on. 21.0 with bookies. 1 
unit. PHANTOM CYCLONE racing well, outsprinted l/s and wants tempo but will run well. 1.5 units at 10.0. HAILTOTHEVICTORS 1 unit. 
JOLLY JUMPER a big price at 34.0 – 0.5 unit. VERBIER also an interesting one – impressive win HV 2 starts ago, then switched to firm 
Sha Tin turf, missed the jump slow-run race and only just went but at 41.0 seems a good price. 1 unit

The race: Average tempo at least but could be a couple of trapdoors to this & leaning to something faster. Good Luck Babe has 
led a couple of races but generally isn’t ridden for the front, so he & perhaps Colourful Gan just holding spots inside in the very 
short run to the first turn, while the real pace comes from wider. Nova Knight is a possible surprise package as only recently down 
to C4 & with Blkrs on,but hasn’t been quick enough to get forward in 1200m/1400m races. Now up to 1650m, on dirt, suspect will 
be ridden positively? If he is, that could be nuisance value to regular frontrunning types Foremost Teddy, Night Purosangue and 
Fashion Legend from out wide. So could Hinokami Kagura, an interesting runner jumping to 1650m first time after a lengthy career 
on this surface at 1200m – can be hit & miss at the start but has jumping well enough lately, just outpaced at 1200m. Have to 
assume that this step to 1650m is designed to get him up into the first few? Lakeshore Hero has run better ridden more quietly but 
has been positive previous run this c/d & also l/s but disappointed both times? 

The market: Yet another tough race on a night of them. Never Peter Out has won 4 races this c/d and was pretty good l/s when 
worked forward in solid pace in the run, stuck on ok. Maybe that keeps him fav but had been struggling prior to that and 
previous every chance c/d and plain so looks short enough. 

Recommendations: Playing away from the obvious. BLOSSOMY was good both his first 2 starts running on Sha Tin then drew wide, 
went back l/s 1400m and just plodded. Step in distance a plus & now drawn low so rolling the dice at 21.0 with bookies. 1.5 units. 
LAKESHORE HERO also some sort of a gamble – won f/up this season HV then had double figure draws next 4 starts and still hasn’t 
run terribly in a couple of them. Capable in a field without any stars and can improve at big price – just needs some luck. 2 units.

The race: Average tempo at least, potential for faster. Now that we have a new 10-pound claiming apprentice HY Yuen, as well 
as the return of 7-pound claimer PN Wong, we have to get used to this sort of set up. Two of the clear pace runners Pi Legend 
(Yuen) and Flowing Riches (PN Wong) have the apprentices and there will be clear positive intent, so the chemistry between 
them is a real X-factor. Pi Legend reinforces that view as he recently won a dirt trial by a big margin in fast time leading with Yuen 
aboard. Speedy Smartie also has plenty of pace but perhaps Teetan will be wary of getting into a duel with the apprentices and 
might just sit behind them? Expect that D Day Victory (Chau) and King Oberon (Ferraris) might also look to be positive enough to 
stay in touch. 

The market: Pi Legend has been well bet nearly every run of 5 starts C3 and has run well enough. This first attempt C4, gets a 10-
pound claim (which may or may not be a plus) and will be expected to lead, so may well keep favouritism on that basis ahead 
of consistent Speedy Smartie and lightweight No Other Choice, who will give a start.

Recommendations: NO OTHER CHOICE has run excellent races this surface, does need some speed on but should get it and the 
light handicap/low draw look attractive. He is 4.8 with bookies. 3 units. Think the ignored runner here is DAY DAY VICTORY, who is 
a good galloper this grade on this surface, has had widish gates for some time now and still raced well. Looks to take a few 
shortcuts this draw and maps beautifully behind the leaders. Taking 10.0 with bookies. 2 units.

The race: Average tempo at least, leaning to something faster. The extra 150m to the first turn between this and the 1650m course 
does tend to make a big difference to how urgently the pace horses go into the first turn but there are plenty pushing forward 
here. The question is about how many are willing to compete for the lead. Shanghai Style used to lead at 1200m but been more 
likely to take a trail since stepping up to longer distances. This is his first attempt 1800m and Bowman aboard so trail looks likely. 
Yoda’s Choice a nailed-on leader & expect Ariel (PN Wong) and The Lion King (Orman, Blkrs again) from the outside gates will be 
very positive. Firefoot also capable of leading though he’s another who is more often seen trailing. California Star always difficult 
to map – he jumps in distance to 1800m first time but might not be any closer as he is a very iffy beginner? One more who might 
be more positive tonight is Osi Honour, who raced on the speed in Australia, has been a bit of a mixed bag in 4 HK starts 1200-
1650m but now up in distance, drawn low & with Cheek Pieces going on.

The market: Open race. California Star has Purton, racing well this surface so no surprise he is fav but he is a bit tricky – doesn’t 
often begin well, needs it all to go right. Might well stay fav but Looks short enough and so does Happy Universe who looked to 
have his chance and the race shape to suit l/s. 

Recommendations: GLORIOUS RYDER may have been 35/1 when he won HV 1650m C5 but still has had only 9 starts and prior 
form had not been as bad as looks on paper. Up a grade but down in weights again, fast-run 1800m might suit him and getting 
31.0 with bookies to find out. 2.5 units. SHANGHAI STYLE untried 1800m but did win his first attempt when stepped up to 1650m first 
time, gets a good map. 1.5 units at 7.5 with bookies.

The race: Average tempo likely, potential for faster. Wouldn’t call Tourbillon Golfer wickedly fast but he races forward & with gate 
1 and the 10-pound claimer, can’t imagine that his intent will be to do anything but lead. If he does, then expect Purton (One 
Man Show) to grab the box seat. The queries here are Fun Elite and Justifying (with Blkrs and Hood coming off) – both are speedy 
if used that way but the Bowman booking on Fun Elite and the head gear changes for Justifying suggest they won’t necessarily 
be looking to lead. However, their draws are a bit awkward and they might be forced to be positive? Natural High will be positive 
from a low draw. The debutant Kol (ex Infinite Echo AUS) had 3 trials in Australia and 3 in HK and although he has some pace, he 
doesn’t begin that sharply, so probably more likely to be behind the speed than part of it? 

The market: Reasonably open but think One Man Show (Purton/Lor) will end up fav at race time. Hampered by outside gate l/s, 
prior run very solid this c/d inside gate and shapes for same run here, likely tracking the apprentice-ridden leader. Ace Power 
probably a better horse than One Man Show but has no early speed. Does have Blkrs back on but wore them most of l/season 
and still got back in the field often. 

Recommendations: Would like to have real pressure on up front but ACE POWER was good enough first run Newnham this c/d l/s 
when 2d and only has to run to that to be right in the finish. 2.5 units.

The race: Average tempo. Igor Stravinsky has gate 1 and PN Wong booked but doubt he has the speed to get the lead here. 
Theones who who do have the gate speed are Notthesillyone (Ferraris) and Fun N Fun Together (HY Yuen), so the chemistry 
between them is critical. Notthesillyone has the speed to hold out the 10-pound claiming apprentice but then risks being 
attacked by Fun N Fun Together in front. If they lock horns, then the pace could be faster but there is a scenario where Ferraris 
might let Fun N Fun Together cross to the rail, then come up outside him to have some sort of control over the speed from there? 
As always, Jolly Companion’s starting manners will have a bit to do with his positioning 

The market: Good Chap unbeaten since switch to dirt, both wins solid enough and every reason to think he will keep favouritism 
here, even if he is sliding up the weights a bit. Gets nice map. Feel sure there will be money for Igor Stravinsky , had 2 runs C4 for 
a 1 win and 1 2d, drops back down here with gate 1 and the apprentice claim. Wolf Coming also down a class & has been  a 
mixed bag in C3, with a couple of good runs and a couple of plain ones. Drawn in and has Purton so seems well fancied. 

Recommendations: IGOR STRAVINSKY – he’s 8.5 with bookies – 2 units. LIGHT YEARS GLORY first time dirt but right style for it and 
maps well. 1 unit at 13.0 with bookies.

The race: Average speed. The serious pace is drawn wider & we might have a serious pace X-factor here too in Giant Spirit (HT 
Mo). He was a fast horse in Australia, whose wins came on a synthetic track in Queensland & 3 on a minor dirt track in South 
Australia, most of them in Blkrs. The Blkrs went on for his 3d run in HK when he was a leader over 1000m to the 200m before 
weakening but this surface is more his cup of tea so expect to see him really positive and looking to cross, and he probably will. 
Superb Capitalist is a committed leader who likely goes with him. Outside them E Ho Ho (PN Wong) and Aurora Patch have 
speed as well, though the booking of Bowman for Aurora Patch makes his tactics more of a question mark? 

The market: On a night when many races seem tricky to find the right favs, this is one that doesn’t. Victory Sky racing well this 
surface, has a map, has Purton and sets up well. He’s early fav ahead of Blazing Wind and won’t be surprised if they keep those 
positions in the market. 

Recommendations: BLAZING WIND doing nothing wrong lately and the 4.2 with bookies seems a reasonable play. 3 units.

The race: Good speed, some potential for faster. Voyage Samurai and Telecom Fighters both likely leaders, drawn side by side, 
and expect them to sort out the lead between them so their chemistry is vital. So You Will has speed out wider but suspect that 
Loch Tay, Packing Fighter and Keen Molly will be looking to race handy without necessarily getting involved in the lead. Likewise, 
Romantic Thor has pace from the wide draw but may be looking to drop into a trail rather than compete for the front. 

The market: Talents Ambition one of those horses who gives rivals a chance as he doesn’t have early speed but he is very good 
on this surface and ran to his best l/s this c/d when getting no help from the pace. As likely a fav as any in a race where 
Romantic Thor (who beat him home l/s) not as well drawn this time and Dragon Air Force was disappointing same race as Talents 
Ambition, with Bowman aboard, and gets back here with very inexperienced rider. Nezha impressive win l/s C4 when would 
have been very unlucky to lose after having traffic problems, and Endeared another who gets back but racing well. 

Recommendations: Kind of race where it would be great to find an on pacer who appealed but there really isn’t one, which is a 
concern. Keeping play light. NOISY BOY is 20.0 with bookies, the best race he has run this season this c/d and now has dropped 
a lot in ratings and has gate one. 1 unit. ENDEARED coming off a win, doesn’t often begin well but has at least drawn low. 1 unit at 
12.0 with bookies. STURDY RUBY also gets back,but ran on ok same race as these favs l/s without any help from tempo. 0.5 unit.
